The cur-
rent article wishes to provide a realistic picture about this particular group of librar-
ies, based on statistical data from the period 2008-2012 on one hand, and relying
on consultations with the staff of special libraries in ministries, on the other. The
themes discussed: government restructuring, the range of services, the libraries
surveyed, statistical data, the libraries providing services for the public within the
open government.
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Unfinished symphony? Professional
supervision in academic libraries

Although professional supervision in libraries is a
legal obligation, its practice has been suspended.
In the period from 2007 through 2012, several sur-
veys were carried out. As participant to these pro-
fessional reviews, the author lists the positive and
negative characteristics of questionnaires, describes
the method applied in evaluating academic library
workflows, summarises the findings in the 112 librar-
ies under recent review, and the transfer of findings
to the Library Department of the responsible minis-
try’'s Department of Public Collections. Finally, she
expresses hope that supervision will continue in the
near future, with reviews in libraries open for the
public, so far omitted from surveys.

Protection and use of intellectual
property: detecting plagiarism today

This paper traces the emergence and development
of intellectual property from ancient times to the dig-
ital age of the 21st century. Manual replication has
played an important role in the preservation of human
knowledge and scientific achievements. Scriptors
created legal copies of original works. Later, when
Gutenberg invented the printing press, the concept
of intellectual property started to take shape.

The digital creation of original works made their re-
production, reuse and citation easier than ever be-
fore. Digital rights management (DRM) solutions aim
at protecting new media, but their application can
cause many difficulties in practice.

Plagiarism can be defined simply as ,using external
sources without proper citation”. The availability of
computer processing has made cheating both easier
and harder to find.

This paper reviews the recently used text match-
ing and plagiarism search algorithms. The SZTAKI-

KOPI plagiarism search engine, being developed in
Hungary within a research programme, offers the
opportunity to innovatively integrate results from sis-
ter projects like the SZTAKI-Szoétar online dictionary
and other smaller, linguistic pilot systems.

Turnitin.com — which is also shortly presented — is
one of the largest international plagiarism checkers
with a huge comparison database providing statistics
on originality and online grading. The study provides
an overall insight into the technologies designed to
protect digital materials meant for public disclosure.

Survey among the 11th-grade pupils
of the Bolyai Farkas Lyceum and the
Reformed College

In the town of Targu Mures (Romania) Hungarian is
spoken as first language by 45% of the 128,000 resi-
dents (2011). A survey carried out among the 11th-
grade pupils (of Hungarian mother tongue) of the
Bolyai Farkas Lyceum and the Reformed College re-
spectively, examined reading habits: what and how
much do they read, which their favourite reading
materials are, and where they get them from, what
the place of reading is among their leisure activities,
how their reading habits are affected by watching
television and using computers. From among the
eight research hypotheses, the following ones have
been confirmed: (1) there is a significant correlation
between the reading frequency of pupils and their
fathers’ educational background, (3) girls read more
than boys and (4) visit libraries more frequently,
(6) pupils read less because of watching television
more, (8) thanks to ICT, they obtain 4% of reading
materials on the internet. The following hypotheses
have been refuted: (2) the children of parents with a
higher educational attainment visit libraries more fre-
quently, (5) girls possess larger home libraries than
boys, and (7) computer use has a negative effect on
book reading.

Bibliotherapy for young parents —
planning and implementing a special
interest group

In the autumn of 2012 the Csorba Gy6z6 Library
(at the South Transdanubian Regional Library and
Knowledge Centre, Pécs) started a non-formal read-
ing promotion project involving several age groups.
The project’s time span is one and a half years. The
target groups include families expecting a baby. A
series of bibliotherapy sessions were organised (7
occasions) for this group, meant to be followed by a
longer reading promotion programme.

Using texts from fiction, future parents participating
at the sessions were walked through the most impor-
tant stages from expecting a baby through birth and
baby care to the early phase of raising children.

This bibliotherapy group had the aim to assist partici-
pants to mobilise their own experience, to promote
their insight, to catalyse personal change, to help
overcome anxieties and fears, to increase self-con-
fidence, to raise self-awareness, and to prepare for
the role of parents with the help of conversations.

Hungarian Women’s Library
NAGY Aniké

The wife of the famous painter, Gyula Benczur, née
Kata Boldizsar (1854 to 1928) donated her library
in the spring of 1924 to the National Széchényi Li-
brary. The collection called Hungarian Women’s Li-
brary, consists of books, journals and manuscripts,
as a result of thirty-five years of careful collection.
The materials were either written by women or their
subject matter deals with women, and the selection
was made with the aim to serve women’s education.
After a brief description of the collector’s life, the es-
say presents notable Hungarian authors and their
works in detail, and continues with describing how
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the collection was acquired and catalogued in the
national library. Today, only half of the original 3,148
items are available.

Trends in European librarianship

The study discusses the trends affecting libraries in
three parts.

Third,
it draws directly on British, Danish and Dutch initia-
tives as experienced during study tours of Hungarian
librarians last year.

Part 2.: The journal Krasny bibliotekar
(1923-1941)

SONNEVEND Péter

The professional journal Krasny bibliotekar (Red Li-
brarian) was a central forum and a major actor of So-
viet librarianship. It was published monthly from Au-
tumn 1923 to Spring 1941. The essay discusses the
role of N. Krupskaya, presents the editors, reviews
changes in the journal’'s volume and programme,
and provides an overview about two important
themes (reading research and library development
in the world). Until 1931 it had been one of the jour-
nal’s central tasks to assist librarians interested in
reading research with methodological guidance and
through reports (in this period post-secondary voca-
tional training was lacking). After 1931 the Stalinist
propaganda machinery discontinued this theme,
and permitted to discuss only how to control read-
ing. However, it didn’t aim at surveying the interest
of individuals or groups, but rather at accepting read-
ing materials forced by communist leaders. The sec-
ond theme regards reviewing library developments
in the world. This initiative was also over in 1931,
and later there were very few occasional contribu-
tions on this subject. An interesting exception is the
positive review of a chapter on Soviet libraries in H.
M. Cashmore’s work (London, 1938) in the summer
of 1939. The essay ends with a summary of some
outstanding authors’ biographies, whose works were
recently published again. The article concludes that
the journal and librarianship as a whole fell victim to
Stalin‘s totalitarian propaganda machinery, and thus
undermined the unfolding of real library theory.

Kedves Olvasdink és Szerz6ink!

Idén kerek évforduldt tinnepelhetiink. Hatvan éve, 1955-ben indult ugyanis a Konyvzdri Figyelének (KF),
pontosabban elédjének, a Konyvtdri Tijékoztats ciml dokumentacios szemlének az els6 évfolyama.

Abban a szerencsés helyzetben vagyunk, hogy a folydirat torténetét illetden értékes és alapos forrdshoz
iranyithatjuk az érdekléd8ket: a Kényvtarcudomanyi és Mddszertani Kézpont (KMK) negyven évét meg-
orokits tematikus szimban (,,Kell egy mithely!”), a Kényvtéri Figyel6, 2010. 4. szdmaban (726-753. p.)
Pogdny Gyorgy orokitette meg a lap életatjdt és mindenkori kozremiikodsit a KMK szakkonyvtéri, doku-
mentécids és bibliogrifiai tevékenységét leird cikkében. Az idei szimok egyikében ugyand fogja elemezni
a folydirat elmult hat évtizedét.

Taldn mégvannak a régi olvasék kozote, akik tudjik, hogy a kettds évfolyamszamozds — 2014-ben: 24. (60.)
évfolyam — arra utal, amikor a KF életében 1991-tél jelentés valtozasok torténtek. Akkor indult a folyoirat
0j folyama, kiilseje ¢s a tartalma is megujult, és egyéb valtozasok mellett ekkor lett a folydirat szerves része
a kilfoldi szakirodalmat ismertetd Kulfoldi folyoirat-figyeld rovat.

Idén, a jubileumi évfolyamban, majd negyed szdzad elteltével ismét hasonlé horderejti valtozasok vannak
készilében. A szakfolydiratok a szigorodé feltételek és a nehéz koriilmények kozote a fenntarthatdsigot
tlizik zészldjukra. A KF is ésszertisiteni igyekszik gazddlkodasat, kozreaddsat és archivaldsat. Miben nyil-
vanul ez meg?

Mivel takarékoskodnunk kell a nyomdai elékészités és a nyomtatas koltségeivel, attériink a hibrid publiké-
lasra, azaz némiképp csokken a nyomtatott kiadvény terjedelme, és tobb lesz a csak elektronikusan elérhetd
tartalom.

Szerzéink dldozatos munkdjit ezutdn még szerényen sem lesz médunkban honorélni. (Ironikusan azt is
irhatndnk, hogy kézelitiink a nyugati gyakorlathoz, ahol a szerzék fizetnek a publikaldsért!) Szamitunk
viszont a szakmai k6z6sség megértésére, st tamogatdsdra, azaz arra, hogy kutatési és szakmai eredményeik
kozreadasira tovabbra is felhasznéljik ezt a publikécids férumot.

A Kulfoldi folydirat-figyel$ rovatot, amely hagyoményos eréssége folyodiratunknak, ezentdl a nyomtatott
szdmok elektronikus mellékleteként adjuk kozre. Eléfizetdink a szokdsos mdédon, online is azonnal hozzé-
férhetnek a friss lapszamokhoz, benniik a referdtumokhoz. Olyan formétumot alakitottunk ki, amelybél az
olvasok akar ki is nyomtathatjak a rovat tartalmét.

A lapszdmok online archivumdt tovébb ¢épitjiik, és — ha jut rd kell id6, energia, netdn anyagi municié — az
olvasok szdmara korszertbb és bardtsagosabb formaban kinéljuk.

A 2014. évben tehat sok kihivas vér rink. Reméljiik, hogy a véltozasokat mind szerzéink, mind olvaséink
egyrészt megértéssel, masrészt érdeklédéssel fogadjik, és az el6fizetdk is kitartanak a Konyvtdri Figyeld

mellett.

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A konyvtari szaklapok szerkesztéségeinek nyilatkozata

2014. februdr 19-én az orszdgos konyvtari szaklapok (Konyv és Nevelés; Konyv, Konyvtdr,
Konyvtdros; Konyvtdri Figyelé; Konyvtdri Levelezd/lap; Tudomdnyos és Miiszaki Tijékozta-
tds) szerkesztéi talalkozot tartottak, hogy egyeztessék, milyen hatdssal van a szaklapokra az
NKA-tdmogatisinak megsziinése/jelentSs csokkenése, és mit tehetnek a szaklapok ebben a
helyzetben.

A résztvevk szitkségesnek tartjék, hogy folyamatosan konzultdljanak egymdssal, ezért megala-
pitottak A konyvtdri lapok forumit, melynek tagjai az orszdgos konyvtari szaklapok szerkesztdi,
akik alapvetéen levelezélistdn tartjak a kapcesolatot, és alkalmanként személyesen taldlkoznak
egyméssal.

A szerkesztok megéllapitottdk, hogy 2014-ben a szakfolydiratoknak a korédbbindl jelentésen
szlikebb lehetdségeik nyilnak a gazdalkod4sra, ami kihat a tartalmukra és a terjedelmiikre is. Az
orszagos szaklapok szerkesztéinek az a tapasztalata, hogy az olvasdk nagy tobbsége ragaszkodik
anyomtatott lapszimokhoz. A jév6beni palyazatokra valé felkésziilés jegyében, amelyek elére-
lathatélag az online kézreaddsra osszpontositanak, a szerkeszt6k megegyeztek abban, hogy az
év folyamdn kozos munkdval tisztazzék és kikalkulaljék az online kozreadds varhaté teenddit
és koltségeit (indulds, fenntartds, migracio, tirhely, szinvonalas keresés stb.).

Sziikségesnek tartjik tovdbbd, hogy késé tavasszal keriiljon sor kozos online felmérésre a szakmai
folyéiratok irdnti igényekrdl, azok hasznédlatdrdl, a tervezett fejlesztésekrol. (A kozos kérddivet
az egyes lapokra kiilon vonatkozé kérdések egészitik majd ki.) A szerkesztdségek véllaltdk, hogy
e munka tdmogatdsara, annak kiinduldsaként megfogalmazzik és megosztjik egymdssal egyedi
jellemzdiket (profil, célkdzonség stb.) és jovoképiiket.

A szerkesztdk szerint nagyon fontos, hogy a szakmai folyéiratok kertiljenek be a késziil6 or-
szigos konyvtdri stratégiiba, példaul a konyvtarosok életpalya-modellje kapcsan az élethosszig
tartd tanulds alapvetd forrdsaiként.
