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The personal memories of the life story of Professor Karoly Balogh are shared with us by
his son Prof. Jr. Karoly Balogh, which have so far been left out of his official biography.
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Absrtact

Professor Kéroly Balogh, was the founder and first Dean of the Faculty of Dentistry in 1955.
His son is now sharing his unpublished recollections of Professor Balogh's life. In this very
personal memoir, we can read about Professor Balogh's outstanding professional and
pioneering activities in dentistry, as well as his human standing.
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My father’s [K.B.] professional activities had been published. These biographies seldom mention
some of his personal traits and life with the exception of two detailed reminiscences by G. Huszar,
one of which in 1992 won the first prize of the Friends of Semmelweis Medical School (1, 2).

Here | will mention facts which were mostly omitted from his biographies because they were not
of professional importance or it was for political reasons not advisable to quote them, however
they shed light on the character, ways of thinking and lifestyle of KB, and are supplementing his
biographies.

My father was born in 1895 in a small Transylvanian village, Krasznacégény, Szilagy County.
Of his six siblings four reached adulthood. His ten years older sister, Helena, took care of him
and he remained close to her all his life. His parents were small gentry unning their ancestral
farm. The bright young boy started school at the age of 5 in the one-classroom school of the
village. At the age of 9, he left home and was admitted to the Wesselényi Presbyterian College
in Zilah, the county center. Life in the boarding school taught him self-control, and the spirit of
the College decisively shaped his character. He was educated by open minded professors who
instilled in him work ethic. The community of students came from different social, religious and
ethnic backgrounds. He learned that despite apparent differences they were equal and that only
indiviual qualities mattered. For eight year his roommate was a poor Jewish boy from the
neighbouring village with whom after their baccalaureate [1912] he matriculated in the Medical
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School of the University of Budapest. Their ways parted in 1914 when the World War broke out
and they immediately enrolled voluntarily. Much later KB regularly attended the decennial
reunions of the class of 1912 and until his death he kept the postcard sent from the 50" reunion
[1962], on which his Romanian classmate, a professor from Bucharest, wrote K.B. (in
Hungarian) that they missed him (at that time he was involved in critical negotiations at the
School of Dentistry).

World War | was the second great school of KB. He did not like to talk about this, but when the
senseless destruction of wars came up, he repeatedly made some characteristic brief comments,
e.g. in animal husbandry the best males are breeding and the poor ones are slaughtered. In wars
the opposite happens, the best individuals kill each other and the ones not fit for military service
are spared and will have a family.

In the Archives of the Museum of Military History in Budapest | found documents of the 21%
Infantry Regiment [38™ Infantry Division] from Kolozsvér according to which KB served from
1914 til 1916 as a battalion medical officer (having finished two years of medical school). Among
his few memorabilia | found a photograph of a first aid station in a corner of a trench which
looked more like a pit where the wounded were given brandy as shock therapy. KB once
mentioned the Brussilov offensive (June 1916): ”We were fleeing”. What he did not mention: he
received his first Silver Medal, First Class for “steadfastness in a critical situation”. I found
documents that stated later he was twice recommended for the Silver Medal, First Class, but in
the tumult of war these did not materialize. In the fall of 1916 in Trieste he took a course about
malaria, after which he became a malaria control officer in Albania. He himself also contracted
malaria which kept recurring for many years. Albania was another major experience, about which
KB mentioned vendetta and backwardness. Albania seldom was a topic; | remember him saying
“There was such poverty that an occupying army could not take away anything but only bring
something there.” In 1917 his father died, but he got the news weeks after the funeral. The end
of the war reached Lt. KB in Albania. His connection with his home was interrupted because it
was occupied by Romania. He could continue his studies. In Budapest by boarding in a 400 bed
urologic hospital where the wounds of veterans were treated and dressed by medical students.
The terrible wounds of urogenital organs of young men confirmed his opinion about wars.

Veteran medical students could take examinations any time, so KB could complete his studies in
two years and became a Doctor of Medicine in June 1920, days after the signing of the dictate of
Trianon. KB wanted to be a surgeon, so first he became a resident in pathology [1% Dept. of
Pathology, Med. Univ., Budapest]. After 18 months he was offered a position in the re-opened
Stomatology Department [“Clinic”] of the Medical School in order to organize a histopathology
laboratory and to run the service. He was successful as attested by the fact that after three years
he published a microscopic study of 52 cases of epulis (giant cell granuloma of the gum) (3)
which was awarded the Swedish Billings Prize. BK spent this considerable sum on a longer study
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trip to London and Paris. From 1922 on BK worked at the Stomatologic Clinic and advanced on
the academic ladder. In 1935 he opened his private practice while remaining
‘Privardozent”[Lecturer].

In 1940 the St.Stephen City Hospital of Budapest announced a new position for Chief Oral
Surgeon which was awarded to BK and soon the first such department in the country was opened.
Word got around that the tiles of the operating room were not white but green and even the
operating room gowns and towels were green. Most people did not realize that by then in America
the more pleasant green surfaces were used in the O.R., a fact that BK knew from the medical
literature. There were two openings in this new department, for a senior and for a junior oral
surgeon. Dr. George Huszar became the senior surgeon. After many years I heard from Uncle
George that he met on the street my father and told him that he had no job because he was Jewish,.
where upon BK asked him if he would be interested in becoming a senior assistant in his new
department. Thus began their lifelong professional collaboration.

About the relationship of BK to patients. It was common knowledge that he had good insight
into character and was tactful. In his lectures, but also on a personal level he often discussed the
psyche of patients. He was known for his trying to avoid pain when treating patients and was
combined with dexterity. BK protected his hands “because I am working with them”, e.g. he
wore leather gloves when sculpting clay during vacation. These qualities became evident early
in his professional life, as attested by a brief letter (1926) from the PM, Istvan Bethlen, in which
he thanks BK and his chief, Jozsef Szabé for some oral surgerical procedure. BK had his private
practice (6) in the afternoon, among his patients were cabinet members, diplomats, foreign
businessmen, artists, professors, aristocrats like the Karolyi, the Jewish industrialist Weisz and
Goldberger families, numerous prominent people. In the waiting room of his office one could
find foreign weekly magazines, which I read with great interest on a rare visit for treatment. The
Schweizerische lllustrierte Zeitung was regularly delivered during World War 1l until the
German occupation (March 1944). The particularly interesting photographs in it were blackened
out by the censorship but could be made visible by wiping with cottonballs dipped into alcohol.
I remember well the photographs of German generals and many thousands of soldiers taken
prisoner at Stalingrad. BK’s private practice ceased in the spring of 1944 and after 1945 existed
only for a few V.I.P.’s and some former patients who became paupers, dislodged etc; these BK
treated gratis and, as a matter of fact, freely gave them necessary medications.

After the death of the chairman, Dénes Mathé, MD, (1943) seven qualified physicians applied
for this position and in February 1944 the head of state, Miklos Horthy, confirmed the
recommendation of the University and appointed KB as the next chairman (4). KB entered the
office May 1, 1944 and in his Inaugural published in Fogorvosi Szemle (Review of Dental
Medicine) (5) he protested against the inhumanities and destructions of war and raised hope for
a peaceful future.
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Soon after the German occupation (March 19, 1944) Professor Henrik Salamon, the Wise Old
Man of Hungarian dentistry, [of Jewish origin], became severely ill and they turned to KB who
had him immediately admitted to St. Stephan’s Municipal Hospital where Prof. Salamon died
shortly afterwards.

The first serious air raid of Budapest occurred on April 3, 1944. On a sunny spring day several
hundred American airplanes successfully destroyed the oil refinery in Csepel and the marshalling
railyard in Ferencvaros. Next to the latter was the St. Laszl6 Hospital for Infectious Diseases
which waa also hit, and 70 some sick children and several personnel got killed while many more
werer injured.

At that time my father was still working at the adjacent St. Stephen City Hospital where many
wounded were brought. My father left word not to expect him home because he would be tending
to the wounded.

Fifty years after it happened | learnt about a little episode characteristic of the times of the
German occupation. A Hungarian lady from Connecticut called me in Boston to let me know
how grateful they are to my father. In the summer of 1944 strict regulations limited the presence
of Jewish people on the streets of Budapest. The mother of the calling lady had a terrible
toothache and her dentist, himself wearing a yellow star, advised her to turn to KB who surely
would help her. This was how she got to see my father, who took care of her problem. By the
time he finished, it was curfew time for Jewish people which the scared lady stated. My father
calmed her down: “Just hang in your arm and I’ll take you home”. And so it was.

In those days my father could hide his friend, Istvan Varga, MD and his wife, in his former
working place, the St. Stephen City Hospital. The Vargas hid there for several months, until the
end of the German occupation in January 1945. My father received from some of his Jewish
patients small bags of gold, jewellery, and gems to hide (they survived and were grateful).

A few days after the Nazi putsch [October 15, 1944] armed Hungarian Nazi thugs arrested KB
at his workplace, the Stomatology Clinic accusing him of harbouring Jews and taking him to
their dreaded headquarters, Andrassy Ut 60. His assistant, Laszl6 Papp, MD, immediately
telephone my mother who luckily found a taxi and rushed to our bomb-damaged family home
where in the cellar under the ruins several Jewish people, among them the Bruckner family from
the neighbouring house, were hiding. My mother got there in time and warned the hiding people
to leave immediately because the Nazis could come at any time to get them. When they arrived
there was nobody there, so they let KB go.

Soon after the Hungarian Nazi putsch the professors of the Medical School were convened to
swear allegiance to the Nazi government. My father later told us that when the text of the oath
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was read aloud, everybody was expected to say aloud his name, but there was silence. Nobody
swore allegiance to the Nazi leader, Szalasi. This ignominious failure was hushed up by the
bureaucrats of the University who sent everybody a statement that they swore allegiance to the
power of the day.

By November 1944. artillery fire was audible in Budapest and aerial activity was a daily
occurrence. The Nazi commissioner, Andras Csilléry, MD, a professor of the Debrecen Medical
School ordered the evacuation of the Budapest medical faculty. KB convened the personnel of
his department and read to them the order. Then he declared to them that he was not going
anywhere. Nobody in his department followed the evacuation order. My father was firm about
not leaving our home. He saw in World War | that staying at home had obvious dangers but they
were in the long run less terrible than fleeing and being homeless. He was preparing us, his family
for the foreseeable future by inoculating us against cholera, tetanus, typhus and typhoid fever.

Late in the fall of 1944, the fighting came closer to Budapest. Before Christmas, long range
artilery shells were exploding in the city. This was the background to a modest Christmas festivity
in the lecture hall of the Stomatologic Clinic. On the benches sat the hospitalized patients, a few
doctors, nurses, assistants, dental technicians and housekeeping personnel. On the desk in front
of them were some gifts for everyone. My father spoke briefly about the feast of peace and love,
while around there was horrible killing and destruction. Among the patients there were
Hungarian and Russian wounded, Jews serving in labor battalions and civilians. Aside, half
hiding, was Mr. Kupfer, the Jewish head of the dental technology laboratory, who had a severe
facial deformity from a wound suffered in World War 1. Gunfire was audible but in that hour
there was peace in the hall and everybody had moist eyes.

On Christmas Day the Russian siege around Budapest closed and daily activity stopped also at
the Stomatologic Clinic. Sisters Irene and Ila, two Red Cross nurses with frontline experience,
were moved with the patients into the sheltered basement of the nearby Museum of Applied Arts,
where an auxiliary hospital was established also for the patients of the Surgical Hospital of the
University. From then on the two physicians of the Stomatological Clinic, KB and his senior
assistant Laszl6 Papp, worked there. The latter, a deserter himself, was in constant mortal danger
because of the frequent Nazi raids in search of deserters and Jews, they threatened to kill the
doctors if they found any Later, the Soviets were searching for wounded Hungarian or German
soldiers and threatened to Kill the doctors if they found any. In such instances the answer was
always: ”We only have patients.” This auxiliary hospital functioned under primitive
circumstances, e.g. surgical instruments were sterilized with burning gasoline in a basin. Every
January morning KB left his home (6) to go to ” work,” taking shelter from the machine guns of
Russian airplanes and small caliber artillery fire by dashing from door to door of the apartment
houses. These “walks” stopped when the street fighting separated KB from the hospital. He took
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the perils of war in stride as the danger reminded him of World War I. He also silently witnessed
robbery and rape by Russian soldiers, which, he said, was a natural event in war. By January 18,
1945 the left side of the capital, Pest was occupied by the Soviets, which they called” liberation™.
Indeed, it was a real liberation for the Jewish citizens, but in reality it meant the occupation of
the country.

By the end of January 1945 KB continued his daily walk to work.” This still was dangerous
because the Russians kidnapped people on the street and took them to labor camps in the Soviet
Union. Those who survived returned years later. KB walked with a Red Cross armband but this
did not convey protection either. He did not shave and at the age of 50 his grizzly beard made
him look older. Although he had Hungarian and Russian ID papers they did not provide absolute
protection against abduction. A few times he had unusual adventures: Russian generals sent for
him to have their aching teeth extracted. In those instances he collected the appropriate
instruments and they took him on jeeps to the generals’ quarters. Once a Soviet general did not
permit anesthesia, presumably afraid of an injection of poison. He returned with valuable
“honoraria”, like someone’s goose or a loaf of bread, but it was never certain that they would let
him come back.

The fighting in Buda was still going on when KB began to have the war -inflicted damage of the
Stomatologic Clinic building restored. Soon electricity and central heating were restored. Word
got around in Pest that the Clinic was functioning and there was no shortage of patients.
Gradually the doctors and employees resumed work and received daily a warm lunch. KB was
in his element, and his organizatory talent did miracles. By the summer all sections of the Clinic
functioned almost at a peacetime level. Scientific activity also resumed and In the fall a
monograph by KB and coworkers was published, the first medical book in Hungary after World
War Il.

In 1945 every state employee was screened by an Employment Committee from a political point
of view. Among the papers of my father | found a document which | translated and quote
verbatim:

No 39/1945

CERTIFICATE

The Employment Committee of the Medical Staff and coworkers of the Hungarian Péter Pazmany
University certify that Karoly alogh, working at the Stomatologic Clinic as Full Professor, has
been screened under the criteria of §20 of the Government order 1080/19435.
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Budapest, May 4, 1945

Signed
Dénes Horvath, MD, President of the Committtee

and Five Doctors of Medicine, Members of the Committee

In the academic year 1946-1947 my father was Dean of the Medical Faculty, Péter Pazmany
University. Among others he organized a boarding house for the needy medical students. His
duty as Dean was to be in the pageant of St. Stephen’s Day, in honor of the first Hungarian king,
which he once proudly mentioned.

One of my father’s accomplishments in the almost euphoric rebuilding after the war was the new
lecture hall of the Stomatologic Clinic. Additional space was needed for modernization and
therefore a suitable large lecture hall was built in the courtyard so that the old lecture hall could
be used for outpatient services.

In 1948 a National [’Kossuth”] Prize was established and bestowed upon deserving scientists
and artists. My father was also chosen for this honor and was notified beforehand. He asked if
something was expected in turn. ”An interview” was the answer. KB declined a politically slanted
interview and that was the end of the call.

1948 was the ”Year of the Turn-About” [Communist euphemism for putsch] and the Hungarian
Workers’ Party [i.e. the Communists] started to coerce respected persons to popularize
themselves. My father was also selected and no lesser persons than Zoltan Vas, Secretary of the
Five Year Plan, and his first wife Sara Vadas MD, would have been his sponsors. Both were his
patients and sincerely respected him. A Sunday aftenoon | was witness to the numerous phone
calls with which they tried to coerce my father to join the Communist Party. In between his good
friend, Joseph Balo, Professor of Pathology called, who was put under similar pressure. My father
told him that under no circumstance was he going to join [the Communist Party] and if he lost
his job and if they let him, he would work as a private practitioner. | clearly remember my father
saying to one of his Moscovite sponsors, ”I never was a member of any political party and am
not going to join this one either”. Luckily this statement had no consequences. When it came to
”voluntarily”’subscribing to the so-called Peace Bonds {expcted yearly by the Comuniat Party]
his viewpoint was that it is worth buying one’s peace.
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Not so some years later when my father made a positive public statement about capitalism. The
[Communist] Party secretary of the Clinic, Ede Jahn, MD, notified his Party superiors and
consequently they were openly searching a replacement for my father, as confirmed by the
confidential reports which I read after 1991. His position wa offered to Istvan Varga, MD, whom
my father was hiding during the German occupation. The straight answer of Dr. Varga was,
“Even if they decorate Ul18i Street with diamonds I shall not take the position of KB.” In the end
the search was unsuccessful. Much later I read in KB’S confidential evaluation: ”He is at the
Medical School one of the the most obvious enemies of the People’s Democracy, but his excellent
professional work is irreplacable” [signed Judith Falk, MD]. ” He was again lucky.

His outstanding professional qualities were recognized among others by his membership of the
supreme medical council, (Egészségiigyi Tudomanyos Tanacs) which, among others, was a legal
advisory board.

An unfulfilled ambition of my father was membership in the Hungarian Academy of Sciences.
He had sponsors and on the merit of his scientific contributions he was qualified, but because of
political considerations the communist president of the Academy was opposed to it. Later
membership of the venerated German Academia Leopoldina meant a certain satisfaction (7).

Many dentists died in World War Il and in the Holocaust, while others fled or emigrated. Two
practical solutions were possible to replace them. One was the wishful dream of dental
technicians, namely to be able to treat patients, to which the physicians were strongly opposed
partly for professional reasons and at the same time saw this as a competition. An alternative
solution was to establish Schools of Dental Medicine which had long ago been successful in
Western Europe and overseas. The latter was likewise opposed by many and also had numerous
technical obstacles. KB , too, had once been against this, but seeing its adventages and the
shortage of dentists he rose to the challenge and initiated the organization of a dental medicine
faculty. After prolonged discussions and negotiations, in the midst of the strained economy of
the socialist 5 year plan , the Ministry of Health finally consented. My father accomplished the
almost impossible. Working day and night, on weekdays and weekends, with patience and good
fortune he managed to establish the Faculty of Dental Medicine of Budapest Medical University.
He was 58 years old and in good health.

In 1956 the Austrian Society of Dentists celebrated its 100th anniversary and invited my father
as its honorary guest and speaker. My mother was also invited. My parents asked and received a
passport for the first time to travel to a Western country since World War Il They started their
journey on October 21, two days later the Revolution started in Hungary. They continued their
stay in Austria as planned, and my father gave lectures in several institutions. Mid-November
they returned by ship from Vienna, by then more than 100,000 Hungarians fled to Austria. My
father was fortunate to have a perfect alibi. His only bad point politically was that his son and

daughter-in-law left illegally for Austria, but his excuse could have been that the young couple
lived somewhere else and he did not know of their plan.

Next year, September 7 — 14, 1957 the International Dental Federation held its 12th Congress in
Rome, Italy, with the participation of a sizeable delegation from Hungary. My father was one of
the honorary vice-presidents. When the entry of the Hungarian delegation was announced, they
were greeted by stormy applaus for several minutes - clearly in recognition of 1956. Later my
father’s comment was that this was the glorification of Hungary. I read an informer’s secret report
of the congress in which he called my a father without any explanation a fascist sympathizer. The
presentations of the Hungarian participants were successful, the poster exhibiting the history of
dental medicine in Hungary was well received. Every Hungarian delegate returned and their
successful participation significantly improved international relations.

For completeness sake | mention that my only scientific paper co-authored with my father was
published in 1958 when | was already in Boston (8).

Unfortunately my memories end here since I left Hungary in December 1956. Afterwards | could
only surreptitiously meet my parents abroad for a few days (London 1960, Vienna 1962,
Frankfurt 1964). In 1972, after 16 years, | entered Hungary for the first time and thereafter, as
long my parents lived, every year | spent 2-3 weeks of my vacation in Hungary. I tried to remain
informed about life in my native land, but this did not replace the 40 some years which | could
have spent with them. | particularly regret not having enjoyed their company and not having
shared their memories and wisdom. These feelings are most evident when | look at the family
photographs taken in my absence.
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Edesapam (ezutan B.K.) szakmai tevékenységét tobb életrajz ismerteti. Ezekben emberi
vonasairol és életutjardl elvétve esik szo, kivételt képez Huszar Gyorgy két —részletes
visszaemlékezése, melyek egyikét a Semmelweis Orvostudomanyi Egyetem Barati Kore 1992-
ben els6 dijjal jutalmazta (1,2a, 2b).

Itt olyan emlékeimet emlitem meg, amelyek tobbnyire kimaradtak az életrajzokbol, mert nem
volt szakmai jelentdségiik vagy mert adott politikai helyzetben nem volt tanacsos emlegetni éket,
azonban fényt vetnek B.K. jellemére, gondolkozasmadjara, életvitelére és kiegészitik a rola
alkotott képet.

Edesapam egy Kis szilagysagi faluban, Krasznacégényben sziiletett 1895-ben. Hét testvére koziil
ot érte meg a felnéttkort, apamat tiz évvel idésebb névére, ,,Illona néném” istapolta, akihez
halalaig nagy szeretettel ragaszkodott. Sziilei hétszilvatas nemesek voltak, akik éseik Kis birtokan
gazdalkodtak, akarcsak a szomszédos Ermindszenten az Ady csalad. Az értelmes kisfia (B.K.)
mar ot évesen elkezdett tanulni az egyosztalyos falusi iskolaban. Kilenc évesen elkeriilt hazulrol
amikor beirattak a zilahi Wesselényi Reformatus Kollégiumba. Az internatusi élet fegyelemre
tanitotta, a Kollégium szelleme pedig donté hatassal volt jellemére. A Kollégiumban kiilonb6z6
szarmazasu, felekezetli és nemzetiségii tarsaival szoros kozosségben nevelkedett és megtanulta,
hogy a kiilonbségek ellenére egyenléek és hogy valdjaban az egyéni tulajdonsagok a fontosak.
Nyolc évig szobatarsa volt a szomszédos kis falubol valo szegény zsidé fiu, akivel az érettségi
vizsga (1912) utan egyiitt iratkoztak be a budapesti egyetemen medikusnak. 1914-ben a
vilaghabort kitorésekor azonnal jelentkeztek katonanak és ekkor elvaltak tutjaik. Késobb, a
tizévente tartott érettségi talalkozokon Edesapam részt vett, halaldig 6rizte az 50. érettségi
talalkozorol (1962) kiildott zilahi képeslapot Wesselényi Miklos szobraval, amelyiken roman
osztalytarsa (bukaresti professzor) - ternészetesen magyarul - hianyolta, hogy B.K. nem volt jelen
(a Fogorvosi Kar szervezésének kritikus idején).
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Az |. vilaghabora volt B.K. masodik nagy iskolaja. Errél nem szivesen beszélt, de ha szoba
kerilt a habora értelmetlen pusztitasa, megismételt néhany rovid megjegyzést. Pl. ,a
mezogazdasagban a legjobb him allatokkal szaporitanak és a silanyabbakat viszik vagohidra. A
haboruban ennek az ellenkezdje torténik: a kivalobbak megolik egymast és a katonanak
alkalmatlanok alapitanak csaladot”. A Hadtorténeti Muzeum Levéltaraban (HML) kutatva
tudtam meg, hogy 1914 wvégétél 1916-ig a kolozsvari 21. Honvéd gyalogezred egyik
zaszloaljanak volt orvosfénoke (11.évet befejezett medikusként). Kevés haborus emléke kozott
talaltam fényképet a lovészarok egyik zugaban levé kotézohelyrél, ami krumplisverem
benyomasat kelti. Ez volt az elsésegélyhely, ahol a sokkot palinkaval kezelték. B.K. a Bruszilov
offenzivat egyszer emlitette: ,,mindnyajan futottunk”. Amit nem mondott: ekkor kapta az els6
Nagyeziist Vitézségi érmet ,,helytallasaért kritikus helyzetben” A HML aktaibol kidertilt, hogy
késobb még kétszer felterjesztették a Nagyeziist Vitézségi éremre, de a habort orgatagaban ez a
felterjesztés elkallodott. 1916 Gszén Triesztben egy malaria-tanfolyamon vett részt, majd
Albaniaba vezényelték ahol malaria feliigyeld lett mik6zben maga is malariat kapott ami még
évek mulva is idénként gyotorte. Albania szintén nagy élménye lett, a vérbosszt és
elmaradottsagot emlegette. Ha nagyritkan Albania szoba keriilt megallapitotta, hogy ,,olyan nagy
szegénység volt, hogy megszall6 katonasag oda csak hozni tudott, de elvinni semmit sem.” Ott
érte a habort vége. Sziil6foldjével megszakadt a kapcsolata a roman megszallas miatt és
félbemaradt tanulmanyait ugy tudta folytatni, hogy a hadirokkantak utokezelésére berendezett
Klotild korhazban sikeriilt szallast és étkezést kapnia . Ebben a 400 agyas korhazban Illyés Géza
(késébb az els6 magyar urologus professzor) vezetése alatt medikusok végezték a sebesiiltek
ambulans kezelését. A fiatal férfiak sulyos urologiai sériilései mély nyomot hagytak benne,
megerésitették a haborarol alkotott véleményét.

Hadviselt medikusok barmikor levizsgazhattak, igy B.K. két év alatt be tudta fejezni
tanulmanyait és 1920-ban, napokkal a trianoni békeszerz6dés utan orvosdoktorra avattak.
Minthogy sebész akart lenni, elészor az Egyetem Korbonctani Intézetében (prof. Buday Kalman)
lett gyakornok. Masfél év utan innen prof. Szabo Jozsef meghivasara keriilt az ujra megnyilt
Stomatologiai Klinikara azzal a feladattal, hogy megszervezze és vezesse a Klinika szovettani
laboratoriumat. Sikeres munkara utal, hogy harom év mulva 52 epulis szovettani vizsgalatarol
megjelent egy kozleménye (3), amit a svéd Billings dijjal utalmaztak. Ezt a szép 6sszeget B.K.
tobbhonapos tanulmanyutra (London, Parizs) hasznalta. Visszatérve bentlako dijtalan
gyakornokként folytatta munkajat, ami akkoriban allandé éjszakai tigyeletet is jelentett. Viszont
sokat tanulhatott és megtanult 6nalléan donteni. Aztan 1927 -ben, Karacsony masodnapjan
(hétfén) meghazasodott és az egész héten szabadsagon volt, hogy januar 2.-an, hétfén megint
dolgozhasson. Képességeinek megfeleléen gyorsan emelkedett az egyetemi rangsorban,
elkezdte az akkoriban szinte ismeretlen rendszeres tovabbképzést ami igen hasznos volt
elsésorban a vidéki orvosok korében. Még nem volt 40 éves amikor egyetemi magantanar lett.
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1940-ben a budapesti Szt. Istvan kérhaz palyazatot hirdetett szajsebészeti fekvObeteg osztaly
féorvosi allasara. Ezt B.K. nyerte el és tervei alapjan hamarosan megnyitottak az orszag elsé
ilyen osztalyat. Hire ment, hogy a mit6 falat nem fehér, hanem zo6ld csempe boritja, sét még a
miitében hasznalt lepedok is zoldek. Legtobben nem tudtak, hogy a szemnek kellemesebb zold
feliiletek Amerika-szerte mar elterjedtek, amit B.K. az irodalombol ismert. Az osztalynak egy
alorvosa ¢s egy segédorvosa volt, elobbi Huszar Gyorgy lett. Sok év mulva tudtam meg Gyuri
bacsitol, hogy az utcan talalkozott édesapammal, akinek elmondta, hogy zsido szarmazasa miatt
allastalan. Ezt hallva B.K. megkérdezte, hogy volna-e kedve beallni az Gj osztalyan alorvosnak.
Igy kezd6dott egy életre szo16 szakmai egyiittmitk6déstik.

Mikor és hogyan lett ,,vitéz” B.K.? Amikor szoba jottek 1. vilaghaborus kitiintetései, mindig azt
felelte: ,,Nem vitézkedek amig sziil6foldem roman megszallas alatt van.” A 1l. Bécsi Dontés
(1940) utan ismét magyar lett a Szilagysag és ekkor lett vitéz. A sziileit6l 6rokolt foldet vitézi
birtokka nyilvanittatta hogy majd 6reg koraban ott gazdalkodhasson. Elére(nem) latéan a szerény
birtok egy részén almafakat tiltettett.

Prof. Mathé Dénes halala (1943) utan heten palyaztak meg a Stomatologiai Klinika tanszékét.
1944 februarjaban az Egyetem ajanlatara az allamfo, Horthy Mklos B.K.-t nevezte ki (4), aki a
katedrat 1944 majus 1.-én elfoglalta. Ebbdl az alkalombol megjelent a Fogorvosi Szemlében
B.K. ,,Bekdszonté”-je (5), amelynek humanista hangvétele tiltakozas volt a habort és a
zsidotiildozés ellen.

Negyedszézados orvosi mikddésem nagy killntetése e megtiszieltetés,
de kélelezettségnek is rendkiviili. Rendkiviiliek az idok, melyben élink, de rend-
kiviiliek a feladatok is, melyek Arksvy, Szabé és Mathé utdn redm neherednek.

| Ametre néxiink, ldskiést és gyalsiksdést falélunk és az eurdpal kul-
tira, amelynek mi is letéleményesei vagyunk, pusziuléban van. A gyengék
kétségbeesnek, de a bizni tudék a [SvSbe néxnek és villaljsk a romok eltaka-
ritésénak nehéz, de fenséges kiixdelmét, mert minden nemzedék felelds azért,
amit fesz, de azért is, amit elmulasziott megtenni.

Imddkoznl és dolgoxni fogok és ex megerdsit és megsegit. Imadkozni
logok dgy, mintha ax ulolsé napomtél bucsiznék és dolgoxni fogok dgy,
“mintha Sr8kké életben maradnék. Ex a programmom, amit magammal hozok
és sok-sok meglermékenylilésre viré gondolatom,

15 éves munkahelyemre megyek vissza. Ismerem a klinikka és a sxakma
minden gondjat, SzereteMtel veszem & ax tgyek vitelét és| kitdrom a kii-
nika kapult a szakma minden gyakorlati és tudoményos kérdése eldM. Tamo-
gatnl kivinok minden gondolatol, mely haladist, fejiédést céloz. De témoga-
16ja kivanok lenni a hozzém fordulé kartérsnak és betegnek egyardnt. |

Vistonzésul csak axt kérem, hogy fanusitsanak a kartérsak érdeklédést
a Kinika makbdése irant és krifikijukkal is segitsenck a jobbat, a siebbet, a
16bbel és a soha of nem érhets 15kéletesebbet szolgdini.
~Mikor pedig lehajolt f8vel és alézatos lélekkel flépem a Kiinika kapult,
arra kérem a Mindenhatél, hogy adjon ers!, egésisége! srolgélatomhor és
adja meg nekem a bélcsességet, hogy visszatudjak vonulni, ha mir értékes és
hasznos munkd! nem tudok végexni. Balogh Kiroly,
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Nem sokkal a német megszallas (1944 marcius 19) utan sulyosan megbetegedett prof. Salamon
Henrik, a magyar fogorvosok koztiszteletben allo nesztora. B.K.-hoz fordultak, aki elintézte,
hogy azonnal felvegyék a Szt. Istvan korhazba, ahol Salamon prof. révidesen meghalt.

1944, aprilis 3.-an érte Budapestet az elsé komoly légitamadas. Napos tavaszi délel6tt tobbszaz
amerikai repiil6gép sikeresen bombazta a csepeli olajfinomitot és a ferencvarosi rendezd
palyaudvart. Az utobbihoz kozeli Szt. Laszlo jarvanykorhazat is szamos bombatalalat érte, 70
valahany beteg gyermek ¢és az apoloszemélyzet koziil tobben meghaltak, sokkal tobben
megsebesiiltek. B.K. akkor még a Szt. Istvan korhazban dolgozott, ahova sok sebesiiltet vittek.
Edessapam iizenetet hagyott, hogy ne varjuk haza mert a sebesiilteket latjak el.

A német megszallast kovetd idokre jellemzd Kis epizod, melyet 50 év mulva tudtam meg
Bostonban. Egy magyar holgy telefonalt Connecticutbdl és elmondta, hogy szeretné tudtomra
adni milyen halasak Edesapamnak. 1944 nyaran mar szigort rendelkezések szabalyoztak a sarga
csillagot visel6 zsidoknak az utcan valo tartozkodast. A telefonald holgy édesanyjanak rettenetes
fogfajasa volt, ezért fogorvosa - maga is sarga csillagos - azt tanacsolta, hogy forduljon B.K.-
hoz, aki bizonyara segiteni fog. lgy keriilt Edesapamhoz, aki ellatta. Mire készen lett, mar
érvényben volt a kijarasi tilalom amit a holgy ijedten konstatalt. Edesapam megnyugtatta,
,,Karoljon belém ¢és hazakisérem”. Igy is tortént.

Ebben az idében B.K.-nak sikeriilt korabbi munkahelyén, a févarosi Szt. Istvan kozkorhazban
baratjat - Dr. Varga Istvant és feleségét - elbujtatni, akik honapokig ott rejtézkodtek.

A nyilas puccs (1944. oktober 15) utan néhany nappal fegyveres nyilasok letartoztattak B.K -t a
Maria utcai klinikan azzal a vaddal, hogy zsidokat bujtat és elvitték a félelmetes hirli Andrassy
ut 60-ba. Dr. Papp Laszl6 adjunktus mindjart értesitette édesanyamat, aki szerencsére talalt egy
taxit és kiment a Damjanich utca 10. szamt lebombazott csaladi hazunkhoz, ahol a romok alatt
a pincében szamos zsido személy bujkalt, koztik a szomszédos hazban lako Brucknerék.
Edesanyam még idében odaért és riasztotta a bajkalokat hogy azonnal tavozzanak, mert
varhatoan értiik jonnek a nyilasok. Mire azok odaértek senkit sem talaltak, igy B.K.-t szabadon
engedték.

Napokkal a nyilas puccs utan egybehivtak a Pazmany Péter Tudomanyegyetem (PPTE)
orvostudomanyi karanak professzorait, hogy feleskessék ¢ket a nyilas hatalomra. Edesapam
mesélte, hogy amikor az eskiiszoveget felolvastak, mindenkinek hangosan kellett volna mondani
a nevét, azonban néma csend volt. Senki sem eskiidott fel Szalasira. Ezt a fiaskot az Egyetem
biirokratai ugy oldottak meg, hogy mindenkinek kiildtek egy igazolast, miszerint feleskiidott a
hatalomra.

1944 novemberében mar hallatszott az agytzas a févarosban, napirenden voltak a
zavarorepiilésnek nevezett kisebb-nagyobb berepiilések és bombazasok. A nyilas kormanybiztos,
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dr. Csilléry Andras (debreceni fogorvos professzor) elrendelte az egyetemi orvoskar Nyugatra
telepitését. B.K. egybehivta a klinika személyzetét, ismertette a parancsot és kijelentette, hogy 6
nem megy sehova. A Stomatolégiai Klinikarol ilyen alapon senki sem ment Nyugatra.

Késo 6sszel egyre kozelebb jott a front, Karacsony el6tt szaporodtak a tiizérségi belovések. llyen
koriilmények kozt tartotta meg B.K. a Klinikan a karacsonyi tinnepséget az 1. emeleti
tanteremben. A padokban iiltek a fekvObetegek, néhany orvos, apolondk, fogtechnikusok és az
éplilet személyzete. ElSttik gy asztalon mindenki szamara valamilyen aprosag, ajandék.
Edesapam roviden beszélt a béke és szeretet iinnepérél, mikozben Kkoriilottink rettenetes
oldoklés és pusztitas folyt. A betegek kozt volt magyar és orosz sebesiilt, munkaszolgalatos
zsido, katonaszokevény és civil. Félrehuzodva ott volt a bujtatott Kupfer ur is, a fogtechnikai
laboratorium zsido vezetdje, elsé vilaghaborus stlyos arcsériilésével. Hallatszott az agytszo de
akkor abban a teremben béke honolt, mindenki meghatottan konnyezett.

1944 Karacsonyan bezarult az ostromgytirti Budapest koriil. Hamar megsziint a hétkéznapi élet
a Klinikan is. Irén névér és lla névér, a harcteret megjart két Voroskeresztes apolond a
fekvébeteg sebesiiltekkel atkeriilt a kozeli Iparmiivészeti Muzeum védettebb alagsoraban
berendezett sziikségkorhazba, ahova a Baross utcai Sebészeti Klinika - élén Bakay Lajos
professzorral - koltozott. Ezutan itt latta el a sebesiilteket a Klinika két orvosa, B.K. és
adjunktusa, Papp Laszl6. Utobbi katonaszokevény lévén életveszélyben volt a gyakori nyilas
razziak miatt, akik zsidokra és csellengé katonakra vadasztak, és emiatt az orvosokat
agyonlovéssel fenyegették. Késébb hasonld veszélyben voltak az orvosok, amikor az oroszok
nyomoztak német és magyar sebesiiltek utan. Ilyen esetekben mindig azt valaszoltak, hogy itt
csak betegek vannak.” A sziikségkorhaz primitiv koriilmények kozott latta el a polgari és katonai
sebesiilteket, pl. a miiszereket lavorban ég6 benzinnel sterilizaltak. Reggelente B.K. a Prohaszka
Ottokar utcai otthonab6l(6) a kb. egy kilométernyi utat a Mtizeumba fél - egy ora alatt tette meg,
kapualjbol kapualjba hiizodva a mélyen repiilé Ratak (szovjet vadaszgépek) géppuskatiize és az
aknavet6 robbanasok miatt . Ez a napi ,,bejaras” januar 13-ig tartott, amikor a front elvagta utjat.
A haborus veszélyt B.K. hidegvérrel és latszolagos rutinnal vette, emlékeztette az |.
¢és erdszakoskodasat. 1945 januar 18.-an Pest szovjetorosz kézre keriilt, amit az uj hatalom
,felszabadulas”-nak nevezett. Ez tényleg illett a pesti gettoba zsufolt zsidosagra, valojaban az
orszag megszallasat jelentette.

Januar végén B.K. ismét folytatta napi ,,sétait” az Iparmiivészeti Mtizeum alagsoraba. Ez most
sem volt veszélytelen, mert az oroszok az utcan &sszeszedték az embereket, akiket
kényszermunkara vittek a Szovjetinioba, ahonnan — ha talélték — évek mulva tértek vissza. B.K.
voroskeresztes karszalaggal jart, de ez nem jelentett teljes védettséget. Nem borotvalkozott és 50
évesen mar 6sziil6 szakalla valamennyire 6regbitette. Voltak ugyan oroszul és magyarul kiallitott
igazolvanyai, de azok sem jelentettek abszolut védelmet az elhurcolassal szemben. Néhany
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alkalommal kiilonos kalandban volt része: orosz tabornokok kiildtek érte, hogy a zubnoj vracs
(fogorvos) kihuzza fajo fogukat. llyenkor megfelelé miiszerekkel felszerelve elvitték jeep-en
vidéki szallasukra, ahonnan ,,honorariummal” - valakinek a hizott libajaval, kenyérrel sth. —
hoztak vissza. Sohasem lehetett tudni, elengedik-e. Utoélag hallotttuk, hogy egy tabornok nem
engedett érzéstelenitést, talan félt, hogy megmérgezi injekciojaval.

Még javaban folyt a harc Budan, amikor B.K. elkezdte a Maria utcai klinikat ért aboruas karokat
helyreallittatni és a betort ablakokat beilivegeztetni. Hamarosan villanyaramot is sikeriilt
bevezetni és a fhtést rendbe hozni. Hire ment Pesten hogy a Klinika miikodik, betegekben nem
volt hiany. Klinika egyre tobb tagja kezdett el rendszeresen dolgozni, amihez az is hozzajarult,
hogy délben egy tal meleg ételt kaptak. B.K. elemében volt, szervezé tehetsége csodakat mivelt.
Nyarara mar szinte békebeli szinten mitkk6dott minden osztaly. Megindult a tudomanyos munka
is, a klinika szamos tagjanak kozremiikodésével 1945 Gszén megjelent a Mathé Dénes
emlékkonyv, az els6 magyar orvosi konyv a masodik vilaghabort utan.

1945-ben minden allami alkalmazottat politikai szempontb6l megvizsgalt az G.n. Igazold
Bizottsag. Edesapam iratai kozt talaltam a rea vonatkozo okmanyt amelyet sz6 szerint idézek:

Budapesten, 1945. mdjus ho 4. napjdn.
Aldirdsok:az igazolé Bizottsag elnoke (dr.Horvdath Dénes) és ot orvos tagja

Az 1946-47 tanévben Edesapam a PPTE orvosi karanak dékénja volt és a vidéki medikusok
szamara megszervezte a ,,Papai Pariz Ferenc” kollégiumot. Biiszkén emlitette, hogy mint
dékannak kotelessége volt a Szent Istvan napi kormenetben kozvetleniil a Szent Jobb utan
vonulni.

A szinte euforikus ujjaépitésben Edesapam sokoldalu aktivitasanak egyik eredménye volt az 1
tanterem a Klinikan. A sziikséges modernizacio miatt a Maria utca 52 épiilete sziiknek bizonyult,
ezért 1946-ban egy nagy és korszerti tantermet épitettek a Klinika udvaran és a régi tantermet
ambulans kezelésre alakitottak at.
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Az els6 Kossuth dijat 1948 marcius 15.-én adtak at arra érdemes tudosoknak és miivészeknek.
Edesapamat is ki akartak tiintetni, elézetesen azonban felhivtak. Megkérdezte: ,,Mit varnak ezért
télem?” Valasz: ,,Egy nyilatkozatot”. Ilyet nem adott, ezzel vége lett a beszélgetésnek.

1948-ban a ,,Fordulat Eve” néven ismert kommunista hatalomatvétel utana a Magyar Dolgozok
Partja erészakkal toborzott koztiszteletben allo embereket hogy népszertsitse magat.
Edesapamat is kiszemelték - nem kisebb parttagok mint VVas Zoltan miniszter és elsé felesége,
dr. Vadas Sara lett volna a két ajanlo. Mindketté édesapam paciense, Gszintén becsiilték.
Fiiltantija voltam nnak a vasarnap délutani telefonsorozatnak, amivel probaltak rabirni, hogy
Iépjen be a Partba. Kozben hivta 6t régi jo baratja, Balo Jozsef patologus professzor is, akit
hasonlé nyomas ala helyeztek. Neki Edesapam megmondta, hogy semmiképpen sem all
kotélnek, ha kiteszik az egyetemrdl akkor maganpraxist folytat ha engedik. Arra is jol
emlékszem, amikor moszkovita partfogoi egyikének azt mondta hogy ,,Nem Iéptem be
semmilyen partba és ebbe sem fogok”. Szerencsére ennek a Kijelentésnek nem lett
kovetkezménye.

Nem tgy egy nyilvanosan tett megjegyzésének 1950 tajan, amikor Edesapam a kapitalista
vilagnézetét emlegette. A Klinikan dr. Jahn Ede parttitkar értesitette felettes elvtarsait és nyiltan
kerestek 1j embert Edesapam helyére, amit az 1991-ben kezembe keriilt bizalmas jelentések
igazolnak. A tanszéket felkinaltak Varga Istvannak akit a német megszallas idején bujtatott.
Varga Istvan egyenes valasza: ,,Ha az Ull6i atat gyémantokkal rakjak ki, akkor sem fogom
Balogh Karoly helyét elfoglalni.” A keresés végiil is sikertelen maradt. Kaderlapjan olvashattam:
” A népi demokracia ellensége, de kivaldé szakmai munkaja nélkiilozhetetlen”. Megutszta ezt is.

Edesapam meg nem valdsult ambiciéja maradt hogy a Magyar Tudomanyos Akadémia (MTA)
tagja legyen. Voltak tamogatdi és jelent6s tudomanyos munkassaga alapjan (epulis patogenézise,
elasztaz a nyalban és annak jelentdsége) szamithatott volnaerre, de politikai okok miattaz MTA
elnoke, Rusznyak Istvan ezt megakadalyozta. Bizonyos elégtétel volt, hogy a patinas német
Academia Leopoldina rendes tagjava valasztotta 1963-ban (7).

A Il. vilaghaboruban és a holokausztban sok fogorvos halt meg, sokan elmenekiiltek vagy
kivandoroltak. A fogorvos-hiany potlasara gyakorlatilag két lehet6ség jott szoba. Egyik volt a
fogtechnikusok régi alma, nevezetesen hogy szajban dolgozhassanak, amit a fogorvosok szakmai
okok miatt elleneztek ¢s ebben konkurrenciat lattak. A masik megoldasnak kinalkozott a Nyugat-
Europaban bevalt egyetemi fogorvos-képzés, amely tobb évvel megroviditi a tudomanyos alapon
torténd kiképzést. Ennek nemcsak elvi, de szervezési ellenzéi is voltak. Edesapam valamikor
maga is ellenezte ezt a lehetéséget, de latva az eldnyeit és sziikségét, batran kezdeményezte a
Fogorvosi Kar megszervezését. Sok targyalas utan - az 5 éves terv feszitett koltségvetésének
idején - az Egészségiigyi Minisztérium végiil rabolintott a megoldasra. Edesapamnak sikeriilt a
majdnem lehetetlent megvalositania, éjt nappalla téve, hétkozben és hétvégeken, tiirelemmel és

szerencsével 1953-ra létrehozta az akkor még Budapesti Orvostudomanyi Egyetem Fogorvosi
Karat. Ekkor 58 éves volt, jo testi és szellemi erében.

Az Osztrak Fogorvosok Egyesiilete 1956 —ban tlinnepelte fennallasanak 100. évfordulojat és
Edesapamat meghivtak, hogy diszvendégiik és iinnepi szonokuk legyen. A meghivas
Edesanyamnak is szolt. A sziileim el3szor kértek és kaptak utlevelet 1945 utan nyugati utazasra,
pontosabban Ausztriaba. Oktober 21.-én indultak Bécsbe - két nap mulva Kitort a Forradalom.
Terv szerint folytattdk ausztriai programjukat, Edesapam tobb varosban eldadott. Bécsbél
november kozepén hajon jottek vissza, mikozben ellenkezd iranyban mar tébb mint 100,000
magyar menekiilt érkezett Ausztriaba. Edesapamnak szerencséjére tokéletes alibije volt.
Egyetlen rossz pont lett, hogy a fia és menye disszidaltak, de Edesapam hivatkozhatott arra, hogy
a fiatalok mashol laktak és szandékukrol nem tudhatott.

Kovetkezd évben, 1957 szeptember 7-14 kozt Romaban tartotta a Nemzetkézi Fogorvosi
Szovetség Fédération Dentaire Internationale) a XII. Kongresszusat, amin népes magyar
kiildottség vett részt. Ennek egyik tiszteletbeli alelnoke volt Edesapam. Mesélték, hogy a magyar
kiildottség bejelentésekor percekig tartd tapsvihar tort ki, ami nyilvanvaléan 1956-nak szolt.
Edesapam utélag megallapitotta, hogy ez a magyar megdics6iilés volt. Olvastam egy bestigo
jelentését a kongresszusrol(!), amelyben B.K-t megindokolas nélkiil fasiszta beallitottsagunak
nevezte. Tény, hogy a magyar kiildottek eléadasai jol sikeriiltek és a magyar fogorvoslas
torténetét bemutatod poszterek nagy elismerést valtottak ki. A delegacié minden tagja visszatért
¢s a sikeres részvétel nagyot lenditett a nemzetkozi kapcsolatok fejlesztésén.

A teljesség kedvéért megemlitem, hogy egyetlen kozos 6zleményiink 1958-ban jelent meg,
amikor mar Bostonban voltam (6).

Itt sajnos véget ér visszaemlékezésem, minthogy 1956 decemberében elhagytam Magyarorszagot
€s azutan sziileimmel csak titokban talalkozhattam kilfoldon néhany napra (London 1960, Bécs
1962, Frankfurt 1964). Tizenhat év utan, 1972-ben Iéptem ujra magyar foldre és mig sziileim
¢ltek évente szabadsagom idején 2-3 hétig voltam otthon. Igyekeztem folyamatosan tajékozodni
az otthoni vilagrol, de ez nem potolja azt a 40 valahany évet, amit veliikk télthettem volna.
